SR-262 and SR-162 are the primary 
routes that serve the Navajo Nation Aneth Chapter and the communities of Aneth, McCracken Mesa, and 
Montezuma Creek, UT. 17.	NDOT submitted three (3) structures with Tribal Bridge Inspection Forms to FHWA 
on December 7, 2018 that met the definition of a public bridge. FHWA inspected the bridges on March 12 & 14, 
2019. 18.	Arizona Department of Transportation BUILD Grant Application for US 191: The NDOT supported 
ADOT’s application for funding under the USDOT’s Better Utilizing Investments to Leverage Development 
(BUILD) grant program for their US191 Safety Improvement Project. The ADOT project will provide much 
needed safety improvements to the US 191 corridor in the form of wider shoulders, improved signage and 
striping and the addition of rumble strips consistent with ADOT's US 191 Chinle to Many Farms Safety 
Improvement Study.

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Transportation BUILD Grant Application for US 64 – The NDOT supported NMDOT’s application for funding 
under the USDOT’s Better Utilizing Investments to Leverage Development (BUILD) grant program for their 
US64 Highway Rehabilitation and Safety Improvement Project. The safety improvements proposed in this 
application would rehabilitate the  21-mile corridor stretching from the outskirts of the Shiprock, NM to the 
Arizona state line, which lies entirely within the Navajo Nation. Unfortunately, this project was not 
selected.
