Transportation Safety activities in 2020 did 
continue to focus on developing a schedule or goals to ensure the education and awareness of Tribal and local 
laws applicable to seatbelt use, drinking and driving, and texting and driving. The CADOT did successfully 
receive an award for a Police Traffic Safety Grant through the BIA Indian Highway Safety Program (IHSP) in 
which funds were allocated to provide for the salary and operation costs associated with hiring a Highway 
Safety Officer and collecting safety data within the Tribes' jurisdiction and/or service area.  The Transportation
