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Executive Summary

This Needs Assessment report summarizes the preliminary transportation needs identified in the
Rogue-Umpqua Bicycle and Pedestrian Corridor Master Plan Phase 1 (March-December 2023).
These needs represent potential projects that enhance bicycle and pedestrian infrastructure
along the study area corridor. They also highlight areas of interagency collaboration and co-
benefit opportunities to advance from planning to programming. The needs described are
neither exhaustive nor prioritized in any way, but instead are meant to summarize and organize
the universe of project needs. The report sections are structured as follows:

Methodology Overview

This section describes the methodology used to identify the bicycle and pedestrian needs along
the study area corridor.

Needs Identified

This section provides a comprehensive list of possible needs, organized by corridor segment. In
total, approximately 125 bicycle and pedestrian needs were identified within the study
area footprint. Each corridor segment profile includes a map and accompanying tables with
additional information on the proposed bicycle and pedestrian improvement. Click on the
segment name in the table below to quickly navigate to the needs identified for that area.

Needs Screening

The project team used a screening matrix to organize the proposed needs by anticipated levels
of effort to produce conceptual designs and cost estimates versus the impact the project need
would have on study outcomes. Needs were categorized into four different groups: Major
Projects (high effort, high impact), Quick Wins (low effort, high impact), As Time Allows (low
effort, low impact), Back Burner (high effort, low impact).

Next Steps

The final section of the report outlines the remaining project steps and how this document
informs further plan development.



Needs Identification Process

The bicycle and pedestrian transportation needs were identified through three related tasks. The
first was to review all planning documents relevant to the corridor along with other condition
information as determined by the project team. This information is detailed in the Existing
Conditions Summary (Memo 2). The second task was to collect use data along the corridor to
understand any traffic and safety information that may inform future recommendations
(Demand Management Analysis, Memo 3a). The third task was to conduct a series of open
houses in the corridor followed by focus group discussions with users and land managers on
issues, opportunities, and needs (Engagement Strategy, Memo 1).

The results of the three tasks above were to:

e Consider corridor improvements and recommendations by segment;
e Organize project needs by type; and
e Prepare a list of project needs that would include high, medium, and low levels of detail.

High detail projects would be the smallest group of highest priority improvements and would
include planning-level designs, preliminary engineering and construction cost estimates, and
additional design and construction considerations. Medium detail projects only include
preliminary engineering and construction cost estimates as well as additional design and
construction considerations. Lower detail projects would only include a single generalized cost
for preliminary design and construction. All categories will include basic identifying information,
including project type, description, location, and facility owner.

The remainder of this document is therefore organized by the following corridor segments
shown in Table 1, with summary tables of possible project needs.

Need Types and Examples
Needs shown for each of the segments in the following sections are organized by type, both in
the tables and in the associated maps. The need types are as follows:

1. Bicycle-Pedestrian. Facilities specifically for bicycle and pedestrian users. Needs are divided
into Tier 1, 2, and 3 bikeways as defined in the Oregon Department of Transportation
(ODOT) Highway Design Manual (HDM) below:’

a. Tier 1 Bikeways are physically
separated from motor vehicle traffic.
This may be either a separated bicycle
lane or a shared use path. A separated
bicycle lane is a designated lane that is
apart from the roadway and has either
curb or vertical objects between the
bicycle lane and motor vehicle traffic.
A shared use side path is separated 4

can serve bicycle travel but is not reserved exclusively for bicycle travel. A bicycle lane is
reserved exclusively for bicycle travel. A buffered bicycle lane is a bicycle lane within a
wider shoulder where an additional striped portion of the shoulder is marked to provide
a horizontal space between bicycle travel and motor vehicles. This horizontal space
functions as a safety buffer that may occasionally be used by oversized vehicles or by
bicyclists to pass one another.

c. Tier 3 Bikeways are where bicycle traffic shares the same travel lane on the roadway with
motor vehicles. A narrow shoulder may also function as a Tier 3 facility if the shoulder
width is insufficient for bicycle travel without encroaching into the travel lane.

2. Trail Classification. The USFS establishes the level of development for its trail on a
classification scale of 1 (minimally developed) to 5 (fully developed). Separated bicycle and
pedestrian paths in this study are generally assumed to be class 4-5 unless otherwise noted.?

3. Bridge. Any improvements to or impacting bridges, including adding new bridge facilities.

4. Support. Facilities and amenities supporting transportation systems, such as EV charging
infrastructure.

5. Safety. Safety-specific improvements not captured in one of the other types. An example
would be guard rail replacement.

6. Site. Improvements to specific recreation sites, including ingress/egress improvements, site
amenities, and other improvements.

Figure 9 shows examples of USFS trail
development classifications.

Segment 1 - North Umpqua (West)

Segment 1 (North Umpqua (West)) includes the portions of OR 138 from the Roseburg city limits to the USFS Umpqua National
Forest between Idleyld Park and Fall Creek Falls. This segment includes the City of Roseburg, Douglas County, ODOT, and Bureau of
Land Management (BLM) as land managers and transportation facility owners. Other interested public agencies include the Cow
Creek Band of the Umpqua Tribe of Indians and the North Umpqua Transit District. Table 2 and Table 3 list the project needs
identified for Segment 1 — North Umpqua (West).

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Screening Needs

The project needs identified in the previous sections inform the design and cost estimating work
that follows this memo. In order to focus the poject team'’s resources, we have organized the
needs listed by anticipated effort to complete and impact to the plan’s final recommendations.

Categorization Method

The project team uses a 2x2 matrix to organize identified needs by effort and impact. Effort
refers to the amount of time and resources needed to accomplish the design and cost
estimating task for the specific need. Impact refers to the anticipated benefit to the overall
project goals and outcomes. Figure 10 below illustrates the matrix and the four organizing
categories of "Major Projects”, “Quick Wins”, “As Time Allows”, and “Back Burner”. The team
expects to develop a small number of high effort, high impact “Major Projects” unique to
certain sites or structures that include a conceptual design, cost estimate for prelimenary design,
cost estimate for construction, and other engineering assumptions. The project team expects to
develop many low effort, high impact “Quick Wins” through the use of standard drawings that
apply to mulitple needs, plus applicable cost estimates and assumptions. Low effort, low impact
needs are those likely including project description and costs and should be further scoped “As
Time Allows”. High effort, low impact are those needs the project team sees as either outside
the project scope or not rising to the level of impact to fall in another category and thus fall to
the “Back Burner”.

Any bicycle and/or pedestrian need that addresses an immediate safety risk is high
impact. It is important to prioritize safety countermeasures in areas where users must

travel on the roadway.

Needs that exist near larger population centers and high-use recreation sites are also

assumed to be high impact.

Upgrades to existing infrastructure (e.g., adding signage or re-striping) are considered
low effort, while construction of new infrastructure (e.g., a new pedestrian underpass) is

considered high effort.

Some proposed improvements are complex and would require unique engineering
solutions. Others are located in popular destinations that would cause traffic disruptions.

Conclusion and Next Steps

The needs identification process resulted in a comprehensive list of potential transportation and
recreation improvements along the study area corridor. The project team roughly categorized
the universe of need based on expected effort and impact and will use this initial screening to
begin developing conceptual designs and cost estimates for a selected number of potential
projects.

Next steps include:

1.

Needs Refinement: Using the results of the initial needs screening, the project team will
further refine the list to focus on the top 25% of needs as part of the upcoming
conceptual design and cost estimation task.

Conceptual Design and Cost Estimation: Conceptual designs and cost estimates will be
prepared by the project team to translate the identified need into a tangible project. It is
anticipated that project-specific planning-level designs, preliminary engineering and
construction cost estimates will be developed for a small group of high priority “Major
Projects”. The project team is also preparing standard design templates that will apply to
many of the “Quick Win" needs, where the proposed improvement is less complex and
can be replicated in certain environments (e.g., a template that applies to a Tier 2
buffered shoulder bike/pedestrian path).

Stakeholder and Public Engagement: The project team will offer additional
opportunities for engagement with stakeholders and community members to validate
the needs list and gather additional insights on conceptual designs.
