ConstrucƟon OperaƟons Highlights  

Current ConstrucƟon AcƟviƟes: 
The aggregate surface course placement has begun along North Fork Road. Finish grade 
and ditch work has been completed in the MercanƟle area and along Glacier Drive 
towards the North Glacier NaƟonal Park Entrance. The recycled aggregate base work on 
Belton Stage and Blankenship Roads are complete. 
             
Upcoming ConstrucƟon AcƟviƟes:  North Fork crews will conƟnue working on 
grading roadway subgrade, slopes and drainage ditches. Glacier Drive crew will 
complete pavement marking, turf establishment will be sprayed and punch list items 
will be completed.  
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
